If you notice smoke, strange smells or noise coming

from the projector, disconnect the mains plug from

the mains socket.

® Do not continue to use the projector in such cases,
otherwise fire or electric shocks could result.

® Check that no more smoke is coming out, and then
contact an Authorised Service Centre for repairs.
